Instructions for your DB2000 Power Sprayer
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SAFETY INFORMATION:


ELECTRICAL HAZARD
· Do not use a charger other then the one supplied.

· Do not operate charger if damaged cord or plug.

· Do not attempt to disassemble your charger or sprayer.

· Do not attempt to replace nickel – cadmium batteries.

· Do not handle batteries.  Contact with metal or jewelry could cause burns.

· Do not handle charger or plug with wet hands.

· Always turn your sprayer off (do not trigger) before connecting or disconnecting the sprayer to the charger plug.

· Never operate when connected to charger.

WARNING – Personal Injury Could Result.
· KEEP SPRAYER OUT OF REACH OF CHILDREN.

· Do not use acids, or caustics in your sprayer.  Injury could result.

· Follow chemical manufacturer’s instructions on safe use and disposal.

· Do not spray near flame or heat source.

· Never place your mouth on the nozzle or suck the nozzle to prime.

· Avoid eye injury.  Always wear protective safety glasses when spraying.

· Do not use sprayer if it has been damaged.

ASSEMBLY INFORMATION:

· Insert charger into a 110v wall outlet.  Plug the charger into your sprayer receptacle for 12 hours before first use.

· After charging, disconnect your DuroBlast from the charger plug.

· Insert suction tube into bottom of power head with the filter pointed down until tube stops.

· Fill the DuroBlast 32 oz. container with your desired spray liquid.

· Hold bottom of 32 oz. full container in one hand, and power head in other.  Align triangle on power head edge with 32 oz. container triangle.  Push power head down flush with container.  Rotate power head ¼-turn clockwise.  Unit should snap and lock securely closed.  You have the correct orientation and are ready to Blast away!

OPERATE INFORMATION:

· Turn nozzle to spray position.

· Press and hold trigger to activate a continuous spray.

· Refill 32 oz. container with desired spray formula(s).

· Between refills, clean your DuroBlast sprayer with fresh water (15 sec.)

· To store unused portion in container, remove power head and secure cap. 

· Recharge your DuroBlast batteries by simply plugging the charger into your sprayer’s receptacle after you’re finished spraying.  To insure a full charge each time, 2-3 hours or longer are recommended before reuse.

· Batteries are nickel-cadmium rechargeable and designed to last for the life of your DuroBlast sprayer under normal operating conditions.

TROUBLESHOOTING INFORMATION:

If your DuroBlast does not spray, check or verify 

· The batteries are fully charged.

· The suction tube is securely inserted into the bottom of the power head.

· The filter screen is clear of debris.

· The power head is correctly assembled onto the 32 oz. container.

· There is enough liquid in the container.

· The nozzle is in the spray position.
